FOOD PANTRY CHALLENGE

Dear Gloria Dei

Congregation,

Beginning March 1st
and running through April
30th, we are going to be
participating in a fund
raising event called the
Feinstein Challenge. The
Feinstein Foundation was
founded by Alan Shawn
Feinstein, of Rhode Island,
whose mission is to fight
hunger and help bring it to
an end in our country. Mr.
Feinstein  distributes one
million dollars annually
among anti-hunger agencies
who participate in this
challenge. The cha llenge is
simple, all funds or food
collected during this time
period, as a direct result of
this challenge, can be
combined for one grand
total. The amount that we
receive from the foundation
is based on what is collected
during this time period.
Essentially, the more food
and/or funds that are
collected, the more
foundation money we are
likely to receive.

In May 2008 we
submitted our report for
funds and product donated
from March 1st through April
30th.  During this period
$4,000.00 was donated along

with 33,229 pounds of food.
Our goal is to exceed the
2008 donation totals. We
encourage your congregation

to get involved in this hunger

fighting challenge.

Items that are needed
at this time are: canned fruit,
canned peas, potatoes, or
mixed vegetables, canned
stew, spam, meal-in-a-box,
juice, canned pasta with
meat, rice, cereal, pancake
mix, maple syrup, flour,
sugar, toothpaste, shampoo
and small bottles of laundry
detergent. When donations
are brought to the pantry it is
important for the volunteers
to know that the donation is a
result of participating in this
challenge.

An additional need we
have is for more volunteers to
be on call to help unload
trucks. We are also looking
for drivers that have their
CDL with air brake

certification. If you are able
to help, please leave a
message on the pantry
voicemail at 372-6737 and |
will get back to you with
more details.
